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> Dalit Literature:

A significant literary movement in modern Indian literature, Dalit literature
emerged in the post-independence era through both social and literary
introspection. This term gained prominence, particularly after the 1960s. The word
Dalit originates from the country's social structure. The varna and ashrama
systems declared a large section of society as untouchable for various traditional
reasons, making even a simple human life impossible for them. They were
excluded from knowledge, power, wealth, culture, and all forms of social
resources. Therefore, Dalit literature firmly rejected religiously sanctioned
traditions. It emerged as a powerful outcry for liberation from intellectual and
psychological enslavement.

A need arose to examine the chaturvarnya system, which denied human
rights, the religious constraints that upheld it, and the concept of God that justified
human subjugation—all from a scientific, natural, and humanistic perspective.
Literature must always be connected to life, resonating with its deepest emotions
and values, even if they cannot always be fully expressed in words. This
conviction and commitment formed the foundation of Dalit literature.

Although Dalits and non-Dalits are part of the same society, their realities
are fundamentally different. Recognizing this, in 1956, Dr. B. R. Ambedkar took
the decisive step of religious conversion. This was a direct blow to the ideological
enslavement of non-Dalits. However, his passing soon after dealt a severe blow to
the Dalit community as well. It was through this dual impact that Dalit literature
rose with new vigor. The collective consciousness of the rejected found its
strength in the form of Dr. Ambedkar.

In this background, the objective of this International seminar is to initiate a
comprehensive discussion and analysis of Indian Dalit Literature with a global
perspective.
