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It is proposed that prospective students who wish to enrol directly in Diploma in French without
having completed the Certificate in French, as well as those who wish to enrol directly in the Advanced
Diploma in French without having completed the Diploma Course in French, from the Centre for Foreign
Languages, SLLCS, SRTMUN, be admitted as per the rules/process:

1. Prospective students who have passed the DELF* A2 level of the Council of Europe’'s Common
European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFRL)** within the past 5 years will be
admitted directly to the Diploma Course in French.

2. Prospective students who have passed the DELF* B1 level of the Council of Europe’'s Common
European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFRL) within the past 5 years will be
admitted directly to the Advanced Diploma Course in French.

3. Prospective students who have Certificate or Diploma in French from any other institution (other
than DELF certifications) should pass a Written-cum-Oral Entrance Test (for establishing
equivalence) before being given direct admission to Diploma in French or Advanced Diploma in
French.

4. Prospective students who have passed the required DELF levels, but with more than 5 years gap
from time of admission, will have to pass the Written-cum-Oral Entrance Test (for establishing
equivalence) before being given direct admission to Diploma in French or Advanced Diplomain
French.

Details of Written-cum-Oral Entrance Test:

An Entrance Test of 100 marks of which 70 marks will be in the form of a Written Test and 30
marks will be in the form of an Oral Test. Prospective students will have to score 40% in each component
of the Test (Written and Oral) and 40% overall (out of 100) in order to pass the Entrance Test and be
admitted directly to Diplomain French or Advanced Diplomain French.

* DELF: Dipléme d’ éudes en langue francaise (Certification in Study of French Language)

DALF: Dipléme approfondie de langue frangai se (Certification in Advanced Study of French Language)

** Council of Europe’'s Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFRL) has defined 6 levels of language skills
and competence, from basic to advanced - A1, A2, B1, B2, C1 and C2 - for the purpose of language learning. These levels are
internationally recognised. Certification offered for these 6 levels by the concerned governmental bodies / government recognised
ingtitutions of various European Union countries are accepted worldwide. For French, these certifications are: DELF A1, DELFA2,
DELF B1, DELF B2, DALF C1 and DALF C2. They are given by the CIEP (International Centre for Studies in Pedagogy) of the
French Ministry of National Education, Higher Education and Research.
