C. Assessment of Term Work/ Tutorial/Field Works:

At least 06 test / assignments covering entire syllabus must be given during the ‘class wise
tutorial’. The assignments should be students’ centric and attempts be made to make assignments

more meaningful, interesting and innovative.

Term work assessment must be based on overall performance of the student with every
assignments graded time to time. The grades be converted to marks as per ‘credit and grading

system’ manual and should be added and averaged.

D. Assessment of Community Engagement Services:

Students have freedom to take more than one CES /CC courses, however, marks of the
best performing CES/CC be considered for final assessment. Assessment of the CES/CC courses
be done by the respective course coordinators depending on the performance of the student and
his participation in the international, national, state, university, college level events or camps,
wherever applicable. In other cases performance of a student be assessed depending on his/her

regularity, participation in the regular activities in the semester.
Note:Number of lectures required to cover syllabus of a course depend on number of credit

assigned to it. For example, for a two credit course, 30 lectures each of one hour duration are
assigned, while that for a three credit course 45. lectures.
