University, Nanded.

University Grants Commission (UGC) through its letter D.0.No.1-6/2007 (CPP-II) (New),
dated 13™April, 2022 has communicated all the Higher Educational Institutions (HEIs;
Universities and colleges) to allow the students to pursue two full time academic programmes
simultaneously by developing their own guidelines for its implementation. Following to which
Swami Ramanand Teerth Marathwada University, Nanded has prepared these guidelines for the
students studying in its jurisdiction to enable them to pursue two academic programmes
simultaneously and shall be applicable for all the programmes (excluding Ph.D.). The guidelines
provided in this document emphasize the aspirations of the students in tune with the National
Education Policy 2020 (NEP-2020), which states that pedagogy must evolve to make education
more experiential, holistic, integrated, inquiry-driven, discovery-oriented, learner-centred,
discussion-based, flexible, and enjoyable. The new education policy envisions imaginative and
flexible curricular structures to enable creative combinations of disciplines for study, that would
offer multiple entry and exit points, thus, removing currently prevalent rigid boundaries and
creating new possibilities for life-long learning and centrally involve critical and

interdisciplinary thinking.

With the rapid increase in demand for higher education and limited availability of seats in
regular streams, many of the Higher Education Institutions (HEIs) have started several
programmes in Open and Distance Learning (ODL) mode to meet the aspirations of the
students. It has also led to the emergence of online education programmes which a student can
pursue within the comforts of her / his home. The issue of allowing the students to pursue two
academic programmes simultaneously has been examined by the UGC keeping in view the
proposals envisaged in the National Education Policy - NEP 2020, which emphasizes the need to

facilitate multiple pathways to learning involving both formal and non-formal education modes.

A Two Academic Programmes Simultaneously involves a student working for two
degrees - either at the same institution, university or at different institutions and universities,
sometimes in different countries. The two degrees might be in the same subject area but not at

the same level.

Objectives of Two Academic Programmes Simultaneously:

Primary objectives of these guidelines are to enable the students to pursue two academic

programmes simultaneously in tune with NEP-2020:

1. Recognizing, identifying, and fostering the unique capabilities of each student, by
sensitizing teachers as well as parents to promote each student’s holistic development in

both academic and non-academic spheres.

2. No hard separations between arts and science, between curricular and extra-curricular
activities, between vocational and academic streams, etc. in order to eliminate harmful

hierarchies among, and silos between different areas of learning.

3. Multi-disciplinary and a holistic education across the faculties of science, humanities,
commerce and management and the interdisciplinary studies with an objective to ensure

the unity and integrity of all knowledge.

4. Enabling an individual to study one or more specialized areas of interest at a deep level
and to develop character, ethical and constitutional values, intellectual curiosity,

scientific temper, creativity, spirit of service.
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5. offering the students, a range of disciplines including sciences, social sciences, arts,
humanities, languages, as well as professional, technical, and vocational subjects to make

them thoughtful, well-rounded, and creative individuals.

6. preparing students for more meaningful and satisfying lives and work roles and enable

economic independence.

Advantages of Two Academic Programmes Simultaneously:

o Enable students to study programmes at a deeper level in more than one area of interest.

e Pursue multi-disciplinary and holistic education across sciences, social sciences, arts and

humanities.
o Get the advantage of flexible future career options across domains

e It provides best option for students who are clear with their end goal and wish to enhance

or build many skills.
o Students explore multiple combinations and can choose among various options.

e Get a distinct, competitive edge in the job market

Guidelines of Two Academic Programmes Simultaneously:

In view of the UGC’s communicated guidelines to all the HEIs allowing students to pursue
two academic programmes simultaneously, Swami Ramanand Teerth Marathwada University,

Nanded has developed its own guidelines for implementing the two academic programmes

simultaneously as follows:

1. A student can pursue two full time academic programmes in physical mode simultaneously on
condition that there is no overlap in the class timings of both these programmes i.e., classes of

one programme may be in the morning, while that of the other in the evening.

2. Two full time degrees can be pursued simultaneously in a physical mode from the same
institution or from different institutions. However, while pursuing two degrees from two

different institutions, the distance between the two institutes should be less than 15 km or
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should be in the same city.

3. If one of the degrees is opted in ODL / online mode, there is no bar on the location of the

institution offering such a degree.

4. Only those students who score a minimum of 75% (or equivalent score in CGPA) in the
qualifying examination shall be eligible to pursue two full-time academic programmes

simultaneously in physical mode.

5. Alternatively, a student can enroll for two academic programmes simultaneously, one in the
full-time physical mode and another degree / diploma in the Open and Distance Learning

(ODL) / online mode.

6. A student shall be able to pursue two undergraduate programmes, two undergraduate or post
graduate diploma programmes, two post graduate (PG) programmes or one PG and one
undergraduate programme without violating eligibility conditions for admissions to the

respective programme.

7. Students are not eligible to pursue two programmes of the same level in the same subject

simultaneously.

8. Though this policy enables a student to pursue two academic programmes simultaneously, the
student needs to enroll himself / herself in only one institute. Such an institute shall be his /

her primary institute and shall be the degree awarding institution.

9. Students enrolling for the two academic programmes simultaneously have to declare his / her

first degree.

10. It is mandatory for the student to seek formal permission from the primary institute while
registering for the two academic programmes simultaneously in another institute. It is also
mandatory for him / her to report the same in the other institution where he / she wish to enroll

for the second degree.

11. Student shall submit all the necessary original documents in the primary institution, from

where he / she is pursuing his first degree in physical mode.

12. The candidate shall be eligible to receive the scholarship and other incidental benefits from
the primary institution only and shall have to give a written undertaking at both the

institutions stating that he / she will avail such benefits from only one institute i.e. from the
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primary institute and shall be punishable offense if he / she avails such benefits from both the

institutions simultaneously.

13. The minimum eligibility conditions for pursuing two academic programmes simultaneously

shall be same as that of its regular mode.

14. It shall be responsibility of the student who is pursuing two academic programmes
simultaneously to maintain minimum attendance of 75% and to fulfill other requirements of
the curricular, co-curricular activities of each programme as stipulated in the respective case

and shall be at par with the students that are pursuing degree in regular mode.

15. The fee structure of a particular programme shall be as decided by the University / institute

or as decided by the Fees Regulatory Authority.

16. The candidate shall not take benefits of the credit transfer for a particular course, completed

either in online or offline mode, in both the programmes.

17. It is mandated that the degree taken in the ODL / online mode should be from the HEIs that
are recognized by the University / UGC / Statutory Council / Govt. of India

18. The degree or diploma programmes under these guidelines shall be governed by the
regulations notified by the UGC / the University and by the respective statutory / professional

councils, wherever applicable.

19. Students opting for two degrees in the physical mode shall be identified exclusively with a
specific programme nomenclature and shall be different from those who are pursuing single

degree.

20. Specific nomenclature shall also be assigned for the students who are pursuing two

simultaneous degrees one in physical mode and the other in ODL / online mode.

21. The minimum qualification required for an integrated Master’s programme is same as that of
the Bachelor’s programme (+2 qualified) and for the integrated Ph.D. programme is same as

that of the Master’s programme (graduation).

22. The minimum number of credits to be completed for the conferment of the certificate,
diploma, graduate, graduate (Honours), and post graduate degree shall be same as outlined in

the credit framework of the Maharashtra Government GR issued on 20" April 2023.

23. The number of learning hours required for each credit shall be 15 hours of teaching in case of
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theory course and 30 hours for laboratory / project course.

24. These guidelines shall come into effect from the date of its notification by the University. A
student who has undertaken or completed two academic programmes simultaneously prior to

the publication of these guidelines shall not claim for its retrospective benefit.

25. Examination schedule(s) of the students who are pursuing two academic programmes should
not overlap. In case of overlap, examination schedule of the primary institution shall not be

changed under any circumstances.

26. These guidelines are applicable only to the students pursuing academic programmes
other than Ph.D. Guidelines for the Ph D programmes shall be available separately as
the Ph D Ordinances.
