Guidelines for Course Assessment:

A. Continuous Assessment (CA) (20% of the Maximum Marks):

This will form 20% of the Maximum Marks and will be carried out throughout the semester. It may
be done by conducting Two Tests and one Assignment. Average of marks scored in these two tests
and one assignment of a theory paper will make CA. .

B. End Semester Assessment (80% of the Maximum Marks):

1. ESE Question paper will consists of 6 questions ( each of 20 marks)
2. There will be 4- 5 sub questions in Question No. 1 (BOS may change scheme of marking.)
